(40 hours of independent learning), the following incremental deadlines have been set. Failure to
meet IB deadlines may result in your withdrawal from the full IB diploma program at CAC. It is
essential to work closely with your Extended Essay Supervisor and manage your time well within
the guidelines provided for you.

DUE DATES: All EE submission deadlines are for the IB Office and your Extended Essay
Supervisor — please ensure that you meet with your EE Supervisor by the due dates so that
you can meet the dictates of the schedule successfully.

STEP ONE: August 22-31, 2010

Make an appointment to present your plan or question or hypothesis to a prospective EE Supervisor
(10-30 minutes) between 22-30 August. If the faculty member agrees to supervise your work, s/he
may recommend changes. The plan that your Supervisor accepts to oversee must be presented
below. Submit this signed sheet to the Extended Essay Coordinator, Mrs. Fedorak no later than

August 31%.

STEP TWO: September 2010

your sources!
