STANDARDIZED  TESTING

The Iowa  Test of Basic Skills (ITBS) was administered to all Middle School students this past week. This standardized test  measures
how well your student compares to same grade students in the United States in the skill areas of reading, writing  and math.
Students from CAC in Grades 6,7, and 8 as a group have consistently scored above average in past years when compared to similar
grade level groups in the USA. It  will take about a month  for  CAC to get the test  results back from the company that  does the
scoring. Soon after the test  results are in there will be a presentation/explanation by Middle School Counselors for  parents to help in
understanding their  studentÕs test  scores and how we make use of this information.  For students that  have missed some or all of
the ITBS tests, the make-up exams will be held on Sunday March 18. Individual  students affected will be notified  by way of the
Morning Announcements on Sunday.

MIDDLE  SCHOOL PARENT FORUM

On Wednesday, Mr. Kimerer and Mr. Ridenour presented a forum for  parents on "What's Cool and What's Not" in terms on
adolescents and their  perceptions of males and females and roles within  society.  In  addition,  using Rosalind Wiseman's model, Mr.
Ridenour also talked about the Perfect Parent World.  Mr. Kimerer spoke on parenting topics such as discipline, family  meetings,
and related matters.   We were pleased to see thirty  Middle School parents in attendance; they were enthusiastic and asked
important  questions.
