Dear parents/guardians of fourth and fifth graders,

Please, take the opportunity to enjoy some of the pieces your child has been preparing and performing

during music this year at her/his upcoming concert. Three programs will be presented in the CAC theater:

•Tuesday, March 27th at 10:00 a.m. for students and teachers. The fourth grade, fifth grade, and

elementary choir will perform.

•Tuesday, March 27th at 7:00 p.m. for friends and family. The elementary  choir  should report back stage

at 6:45. Fourth  grade non-choir members go to their assigned theater seats by 6:45.

•Wednesday, March 28th at 7:00 p.m. for friends and family. The elementary  choir  should report back

stage at 6:45. Fifth  grade non-choir members go to their assigned theater seats by 6:45.

Your child will be expected to attend both the morning and the evening concerts due to special

instrument/movement assignments. Also, this is when your child’s behavior and participation are evaluated

in a concert setting. 



As this is a very special event, please be sure your child is dressed appropriately for the evening concert;

girls can wear dresses or skirts, which are knee-length or below, and boys can wear dress slacks, dress

shirt and tie, or a shirt with a collar. If possible, please try to avoid blue jeans, T-shirts with

pictures/advertising, or tennis shoes. Attire for the morning concert can be more casual as students will

have recess and PE during the day.

The words and form of each song have been handed out so that your child can review and memorize the

pieces. Knowing this material will help alleviate her/his stress during the performances. Another stress

reliever will be punctuality. Please insure that your child is in place before the evening concert.

THE TEN RULES OF CONCERT ETIQUETTE - (FOR ADULTS)

1. Refrain from talking.

This is the first and greatest rule. This rule includes whispering to or disciplining your other children.

2. Refrain from unwrapping noisy candy wrappers during the performance.

If the composer wanted to include crinkle paper noises to the music, he/she would have written it into the

parts. Besides, food and drinks (other than water) are not allowed in the CAC theater and hats/caps

should be removed.

3. Turn off pagers, cell phones, and watch alarms.

While many phones and pagers now have very symphonic-like rings, they don’t always fit into the musical

score, nor do they provide pleasant sounds for your neighbors.

4. Do not wave to your child during the concert.

After all, they do know who you are already, and they know you are there; you most likely brought them

to the concert.

5. Do not take flash photography.

You don’t want your child to walk off the edge of the stage from flash blindness, do you? This also

distracts audience members. Listen to the conductor; she/he might let you take pictures at certain places

in the program.

6. Please do not walk down the center aisle with your video camera.

Video cameras work just as well from the back of the auditorium (besides, the light is usually not good

enough for video taping anyway).

7. Do not leave as soon as your child’s portion of the concert is over.

All of the students deserve a full audience for their performances. Remember, the next time your child’s

song could be last!

8. Applaud at appropriate times.

Some music has several sections. Remember, it’s not over until all of the sections have been performed. A

good clue is when the conductor’s arms go down, the piece is finished.

9. Do not leave the auditorium during the music.

Wait for a break in the concert to visit the restroom, unless you are carrying a screaming child, in which

case you should leave quietly and quickly, PLEASE! Aisle seats in the back are great for unpredictable,

young viewers.

10. Go to the concert expecting the best.

You just might be surprised how good your child sounds when other students join in!
