CACOs big dig began in early July. This excavation
for the new Elementary School building is located on

the site of the tennis courts. It is 8 meters deep
and about 85 meters square. The excavation will be
complete and concrete foundation work started

during August.

The best spot to view the construction area is from

the stairway by the ES Lunchroom. Later in August
you will also be able to follow construction progress

by linking through  www.cacegypt.com to the cam on
the roof of the Administration Building.

Behind the green construction fence a track

connector has been constructed. This will be in use
within two weeks. The green fence on the Middle
School field will shift back to the other side of the
connector track and a covered safety walkway built

against the fence. Six laps around the new track will
equal four laps around the old 400 meter track.

LUNCHROOM NEWS

New this year is an expanded hot lunch menu. Our new menu has a two-week rotation featuring some of
last yearOs student favorites and some new additions. Due to rising food costs our full meal deal now costs
15 LE and students can pay cash or use a lunch voucher. Vouchers are available in sheets of 10 from the
ES Office or at MaxOs Restaurant. We ask that families keep the vouchers at home and send one a day as
necessary, as classroom teachers are not in a position to manage vouchers for all the students in their
respective classes. For parents of younger-aged students if you wish to use the voucher program, we ask
that you purchase the tickets in advance rather than sending your child with 150 LE.

Please note that the voucher is for the full meal deal which includes a beverage, an entrZe and dessert.
We have moved to a standard portion size for all meals, and students are welcome to have a second
portion for the cost of 8 LE.
