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New Tardy Procedures for Next Year

Many have wanted a change to the high school 1% tardy
procedures. After consultation and dialogue with Student
Council, faculty, and the heads of department, a new tardy
procedure will be piloted starting next academic year.

The new tardy procedure is an extension of a proposal
that originated from Student Council. Students who are
tardy for a set number of class periods (this number is yet
to be determined) will report to a study hall during their
flex periods. New study hall classes for grades 10 to 12
students will be created, and students who are tardy for a
certain number of classes will enter this study hall for the
duration of the semester (grade 9 students with excessive
lateness to class will remain in their study hall for the
second half of their study hall classes). These new study
hall classes will function virtually the same as the present
grade 9 study hall classes, where there is a quiet study
time of 45 minutes for students.

One important feature of this new tardy procedure is that
students will have the opportunity to earn their way out of
study hall by attaining perfect attendance with no lateness
to class over a set number of days (possibly two weeks).

The advantage of this new tardy system is that lateness
will no longer impact quarter grades as it has in the past,
and the addition of study halls for tardy students will help
augment student learning on campus.

exam periods.

e Students are not to remain in the buildings after their
exams, but must leave the campus immediately after
finishing their last exam of the day. Buses will depart
promptly at 12:45.

e Students must be present for all their exams. The
only valid absence for a final examination is a serious
illness documented by a doctor's note or family

emergency. Oversleeping and family holidays are not
acceptable reasons to miss an examination. Missing
a final exam means no credit for that examination.

O Students who have two science and/or math classes
or 3 exams scheduled on one day will arrange
separate testing times for their additional exams with
their teacher.
